Myanmar Language Commission defines the Myanmar as following steps.
(1) Consonant

(2) Sub Consonant
(3) Medials
(4) Upper Vowels
(5) Lower Vowels
(6) Other Vowels
(7) Tone Marks
When we type vowels upper vowel are typed first. After that lower vowel and tone mark are follow. 
For Example,

u + -f + , + -d + -k + -h 


= usdKU

1000 + 1039 + 101A + 102D + 102F + 1037

u + -f + & + -H + -k + -h 


= BuHKU


1000 + 1039 + 101B + 1036 + 102F + 1037

As above table 2.1, Unicode 4.0 defines the vowels as wrong sequences. So, it is not fixed with our typing sequence. We have problem on rendering rule and input methods when we follow the above table.
