With this Syllabic Structure, there are some issues we need to adjust. So Myanmar Language Commission and Myanmar NLP Research group want to adjust these issues as shown in below.
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2. Issues

2.1. Kinzi
Kinzi is parli derived form of Nga killer (1004+1039+200C). Generally speaking, we can say kinzi is short form of the killer consonant nga. So, it is equal value on nga killer at syllabic structure. However, Unicode 4.0 define kinzi as one syllabic component and place at the front of consonant.

2.2. Subscript Consonant
Subscript consonant is short form of [consonant + killer + consonant]. As the Unicode 4.0 rule, it defines the subscript consonant as one syllabic and place after the consonant.

Actually subscript consonant can’t define separately because it is consonant follow the killer consonant and equal value as separate consonant.
For Example,

wuúodkvf = wufuodkvf

vdr®m = vdrfrm

pdwå = pdwfw

With the syllabic breaking, we can break above example as,
wuúodkvf => wuf| u| okdvf

vdr®m => vdrf| rm
pdwå => pdwf| w

However as Unicode 4.0 rule we must break like this.
wuúodkvf => wu|    fu| okdvf


vdr®m => vdr|    frm
pdwå => pdw|    fw
